birds; aquarium fish 
2. Pets must be registered with Edgewater Association (go to 
website for form). 
3. Pets cannot be a nuisance due to noise, size, behavior, etc. 
4. Except in owner’s unit, pets must be carried or on a leash 
under control of responsible person. 
5. Owners are responsible for removing pet waste from common 
elements and should be walked in designated areas (see 
website). 
6. Owners shall abide by laws of Fairfax Co. re: inoculation,

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  Controlling Pets 

It has been noted that residents are leaving 
pet waste in the area by the lake and on the 
dam, areas which our residents like to use for 
walking, etc.  Additionally, dogs have been seen 
without leashes in the fenced area near the pond 
and on other parts of EW’s grounds.  Recently 
there was an incident of a large dog bolting toward a disabled 
resident who was walking her dog, which frightened the resident 
and almost made her get off-balance. This is a dangerous 
situation, especially for older folks that would be at risk of 
breaking a hip if they fell.  There was a formal complaint to the 
board last month about dogs without leashes.  Please consider 
the impact of not controlling your pets upon others . 

 
 Trash and Recycling News  

(by Kathy Cannon - EW Treasurer)  
Recently the board asked Waste Management to come out and 
visit our trash area to provide an assessment.  Francisco, our 
porter, who carries the “brunt” of our trash problems every 
Monday morning, also provided input.   
 
At first it appeared we could save money by changing our 
compactor trash pickup from every other week to a just in time 
method.  However, we were made aware of a Fairfax County 
code that states “municipal solid waste shall be collected no 
less than once weekly” which includes recycled items.  Fairfax 
County finds this a health and welfare issue. 
 
Our compactor is currently picked up every other Thursday and 
produces three charges: one for the rent, one for the 
transportation service and the third for the weight.  We average 
4.5 tons a month and the fee is $64.14 per ton. 
 

Recycle pick up is currently twice a 
week on Tuesdays and Fridays.  You 
will notice we now have a 2nd larger 
container to replace the 6 smaller ones, 
which should hold more.  There is no 
longer a need for recycled materials to 
be segregated.  We will publish 
information on single stream recycling 
soon.   We have bulk truck service once 
a week on Tuesdays for our oversized 
items.  There is a flat rate charge for a 

truck to pickup bulk, but the charge is for one truck a week.

Your board is currently assessing our trash with the help of our 
service provider Waste Management.  We are looking for cost 
savings solutions that make sense.  We will always  need co-
operation from owners and renters to put trash in t he 
proper place. It requires a conscious effort to hel p reduce 
our cost and we hope to have your help in this matt er. 
Future articles will discuss ways you can help. For now we ask 
that everyone please follow some common courtesies. 

�  Break down boxes 
�  Place trash in containers and not on top of them 
�  Place bulk items along the walls inside the trash area 

(and consider donating them to a resale shop instead) 
�  Owners please inform all renters of the trash rules

The EW Recreation Center Committee met on Feb. 3, at which 
time three new members were seated to complement long-
standing member, Ruth Cuppernull.  Keith Bowman joined her 
from the EW Condo Association and the two new EW 
Townhouse members were

Kerchner.  Also in 
attendance were ProCAM 
Manager Sheila Charter 
and ProCAM Pres. Blake 
Kokus, who gave new 
members the historical 
perspective of our particular 
Rec Center operation and 
what contemporary 
community “rec center” 
issues are in Northern VA. 
 
The Townhouse members are particularly interested in the 
fiscal operation of the EW Rec Center, as it comprises the 
largest part of their homeowners’ association budget.  They 
brought many questions and some suggestions, a couple of 
which were acted upon to the betterment of both the Condo and 
Townhouse communities.    
 
Of most significance was the motion to ask firm Miller Dodson 
(MD) to combine its quote for the Five Year Reserve Study for 
both Condo units and the Rec Center facility.  MD agreed and 
the Rec Center received a $500 lower bid than first received 
from MD when the firm quoted on the Rec Center reserve study 
individually.   The committee will meet again on March 24 to 
discuss specific line-item cost cutting in the budget.  If anyone 
has any suggestions, send them to keithb1950@sbcglobal.net.
