P Policy Res. #6 — Regulating the
Keeping and Maintenance of Pets:  No
pet shall be allowed to bark, howl, whine
or make other noises as to disturb the
neighbors and no pet shall be left
unattended on a balcony/patio for
extended periods of time nor tied to any
object on Common Property.

P Policy Res. #9 — Sound

Transmission Guidelines:  Quiet periods are to be observed
from 11pm to 8am. Audio equipment shall be played to be
audible only within the unit. The sound at parties shall be kept
at a level as to not disturb other occupants.

I Policy Res. #10 - Permitted/Prohibited Uses of Unit s/
Common Elements: The use of charcoal/gas burners is a
violation of the Fairfax County Fire Prevention Code and will
not be permitted on balconies/patios due to the danger of fire
and smoke disturbance to neighbors.

I+ Also, be courteous to your neighbors below you and
don’t sweep debris onto their patio/balcony or over -water
plants so that water drips below.

1. Re-route your commute.

- Walk, bike or Metro to work to save money on
gas/parking.

- If you live far from your office, try telecommuting.

2. Buy used.

- Consider a service like craigslist or FreeSharing to track
down used furniture, appliances, and
other items. Check out garage sales and
thrift stores for other items.

- Use your creativity in gift giving,
including making homemade gifts,
donating to a good cause, and “gift
green”.

3. Buy local.

- Shop at your local farmers’ market. The entire purchase
price goes directly to the farmer and buying goods
produced locally saves energy on transportation.

4. Change thermostat setting; install energy-saving
devices.

- Set your thermostat a few degrees lower in the winter and
a few degrees higher in the summer to save on energy
bills.

- Install low-flow showerheads and take shorter showers to
save water and the energy used to heat it.

- Wash clothes in cold water whenever possible.

- When incandescent bulbs burn out, replace them with
longer-lasting, low-energy compact fluorescent bulbs

5. Skip the bottled water.

- Filter your tap water for drinking rather than using bottled

water to reduce container waste.
6. Make your own cleaning supplies.

- Using simple ingredients such as baking soda, ammonia,
and vinegar, you can make cheap, easy, and non-toxic
cleaning products that really work!

7. Think twice about new electronics.

- E-waste from discarded cell phones and computers is a
growing environmental problem. Keep your electronics as
long as possible and dispose of them responsibly.

- Recycle your cell phone and other electronics and support
good causes at the same time!

8. Add one meatless meal per week.

- While strict vegetarianism isn’t for everyone, even the
most devout carnivores can cut back on meat
consumption without cramping their style—and save
money in the process. Industrial meat production requires
huge energy inputs and creates noxious waste problems.

9. Use your local library and other public amenities.

- Borrowing from libraries, instead of buying personal books
and movies, saves money and printing resources.
Consider donating the money saved to your local library.

- Be an active civic participant and ensure that the public
spaces and facilities in your town are well maintained. This
will promote a healthy, sustainable community.

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Spotlight on Edgewater Resident

We bet many of you didn’t know we
have an accomplished author and world
traveler in our community. Martin
VanOpdorp (MV), who lives in building
1704, is a teacher at South Lakes
Transitional High School and has
traveled, taught and published his work
in various venues around the world.
The Edgewater Communications
Committee (ECC) recently “talked” with
Martin about his interesting life.

1. ECC: Martin, when did you move to Edgewater, and  why
did you choose to live here?  MV: | moved here in late
1996, after returning from teaching and studying abroad in
Korea and Indonesia, to start grad school at George Mason
University. | enjoy the ethnic diversity (which relates to my
professional interests), and the lakes and trails which abound
in this area.

2. ECC: What do you like best about Edgewater, and  what
would you like improved?  MV: | like the proximity to the
Town Center, and the relaxed, easygoing pace of this
community. After living abroad so many years, however, | feel
that it's much more difficult to connect with neighbors here
because of our focus on work or our own insular lives.
Compared to Latin America, for example, where everybody
knows one another and spends time at their doorstep to chat,
residents here often seem to be in a hurry to get somewhere.

3. ECC: How does Edgewater/Reston compare to other
places where you have lived? MV: | have lived in huge
urban centers such as Seoul, Korea and Jakarta, Indonesia; in
sleepy towns and villages such as Chiang Rai, Thailand and
Ledesma, Argentina; and during chaotic political situations in
Peru, Indonesia, and Argentina. Reston itself is incredibly
diverse demographically and fairly progressive in its outlook
toward newcomers, but it is generally not as exciting as living
abroad. The community shines during the Reston Multicultural
Festival and the Asian Cultural Festival, at the farmers market
at Lake Anne, and in its schools which all reflect the

rich cultural tapestry of Reston. With features like these | can
experience some of the excitement of my overseas life at a
local level.

4. ECC: What is your occupation and how long havey  ou
been involved in this field?  MV: |teach English to
Speakers of Other Languages (ESOL) at South Lakes
Transitional High School in Reston. | have also taught in the
day school for a total of eight years, but now teach adults at
night. In addition, | taught at universities in Argentina and
Korea; and at institutes and major corporations in Peru, Korea,
and Indonesia; at Georgetown Prep School in Bethesda; and
at two private schools in Arlington. | first started moonlighting
as an ESOL teacher while working at the World Bank in 1989,
so | have been involved in the field for 20 years.

5. ECC: We understand you have won several awards/
grants/recognitions such as being a Fulbright Excha nge
Teacher in Argentina, Teacher of the Year 2004, etc . -
which part of your life and work do you find most

rewarding? MV: Any recognition | have received comes
directly from the talents of my students. For example, after 9-
11, my ESOL students wrote letters of sympathy and
condolence to the families of people involved in the disaster.
This enabled my students, many of whom come from countries
severely impacted by similar events, to articulate their feelings
and to work through their own concerns for their safety.
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Many of the students attached photos, drawings or messages
in their native languages to their letters. In the process, they
personalized their messages and learned that their lives are
interconnected to world events, and that history is not a dusty,
abstract subject, but instead they began to realize that history
is tangible and observable firsthand. "Our Turn ," the
magazine we published together, was read in public forums
and shared in several countries during writing workshops. The
following year, we compiled a follow-up magazine tied to my
experience in northern Argentina, during which my students
there and in Reston wrote back and forth to one another. |
published another reflective piece with student writings in
Korea called "Collective Seoul " in 2005, and am currently
working with ESOL adults compiling a literary magazine, photo
collages, and Photo Story slide shows at my evening program
at South Lakes. In addition, | founded the South Lakes
International Club for Education/Entertainment (SLICE) in
1999, which highlights student talents and achievements every
year through live performances and community involvement.
All of these student-centered activities and achievements are
more rewarding than any award, grant or certificate | have
received over the years.

6. ECC: We also understand you have done extensive
traveling from which you get inspiration for your w riting -
what area of the world do you find the most interes  ting
and why? MV: lt's hard to pinpoint any single place as the
most interesting. | can refer instead to a few anecdotes that
might someday make for great reading. One revelation |
experienced occurred while climbing to the top of Huayna
Picchu (the "brother mountain” of Macchu Picchu in Peru) at
sunrise with a 65-year-old Incan guide straight out of a Carlos
Castaneda novel. Another moment was when | found myself
alone near the snow-capped Kaya Mountain of Korea inside
the main hall of the Haeinsa Buddhist temple; suddenly 70
monks arrived and began chanting mesmerizing sutras in
unison. A third was when | witnessed firsthand the effects of
global warming in Patagonia, Argentina; | saw massive,
crystalline blue shards of ice crashing down from the Perito
Moreno glacier into a surrounding lake. Finally I recall the
incredible kindness and spiritual example of my guide named
Dawa Sherpa. We trekked together for a week along the
Ghorepani trail at the base of the Himalayas in Nepal. And so
it goes.

8. ECC: Do you sell your work and if so, where coul  d one
buy some of it? MV: Most of what | have done so far has
been self-published, especially the student magazines |
referred to above. | have only published short articles and
poetry through my local associations in Korea, Argentina, and
in Washington through the Fulbright Association and other
groups. | have over 700 pages of journals which need a good
editor, and | intend to add a new chapter from either Asia, Latin
America or Europe this coming summer. I'll keep you posted
when my first book comes out!

9. ECC: What is your advice for anyone wishingtob  ecome
an author? MV: Even though | consider it a stretch to refer
to myself as an "author,” | have a couple of suggestions. Write
from your own experience, but don't be afraid to embellish a bit
to add "color" or "flavor” to your story. Read lots of

models from writers in your area of interest. Bring a journal or
a note pad with you -- always -- and just write using a stream
of consciousness. Finally, put yourself in as many new
settings and situations as possible. Some of the best writing
I've ever done was written by candlelight under a mosquito net.

FIRST AMENDMENT TO
ADMINISTRATIVE RESOLUTION No. 2

COLLECTION OF ADMINISTRATIVE CHARGES AND
SUSPENSION OF PARKING/FACILITIES PRIVILEGES

WHEREAS, Edgewater at Town Center Condominium was duly created by a Declaration executed on June 17, 1994, which Declaration was
subsequently recorded in the land records of the Circuit Court of Fairfax County at Deed Book 9161, Page 0269; and,

WHEREAS, as referenced in Article XIX of the aforementioned Declaration and as attached thereto as Exhibit “C,” Bylaws of The Unit Owners
Association of Edgewater at Town Center Condominium were simultaneously recorded with the Declaration to provide for the self-government of the
Condominium; and,

WHEREAS, Atrticle Ill, Section 1 of the Bylaws established that the affairs of the Unit Owners Association shall be governed by a Board of
Directors, and Article Ill, Section 2 (Board of Directors - Powers and Duties) grants the Board of Directors all powers and duties necessary for the
administration of the affairs of the Unit Owners Association, to include making assessments against Unit Owners to defray the cost and expenses of the
Condominium; and,

WHEREAS, pursuant to the above authority, the Board of Directors adopted Administrative Resolution No. 2 on February 26, 1998, which
resolution was entitled “Assessment Collection Procedures”; and,

WHEREAS, Atrticle VI, Section 1(b)(iv) (Operation of the Property - Preparation and Approval of the Budget) states in pertinent part that any
common expense caused by the conduct of less than all the Condominium Units may be assessed specifically against those Units, and Article VI,
Section 2(b) (Assessment and Payment of Common Expenses - Right of Acceleration) reserves the right to the Board to recover costs related to the
collection of the assessment obligation; and,

WHEREAS, the Board of Directors has determined that the generation and processing of late fee notices by the Association’'s management
agent represents an actual collection cost incurred by the Association that is directly related to the delinquency in the payment of the assessment
obligation, and as such is a common expense that has been caused by the conduct (late payment) of an individual Unit Owner;

WHEREAS, as set forth in Articles VII, VIII, and X of the Declaration, all parking spaces on the condominium property are either common
element or limited common element; and,

WHEREAS, Va. Code § 55-79.80:2A states in pertinent part that a condominium association has the right to suspend a unit owner’s right to
use facilities of the condominium (including common element/limited common element parking spaces) for nonpayment by the unit owner of
assessments which are more than sixty (60) days past due;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, the Board of Directors adopts and approves the following amendment to Administration Resolution
No. 2, which amendment shall become effective on the date indicated below

The following new Sections II.D and Il.E shallbe a dded to Administrative Resolution No. 2, and the su  cceeding three subparagraphs
re-lettered accordingly (F, G, H):

D. Allcosts incurred by the Association as a result of any violation of the condominium instruments, rules and regulations or resolutions of the
Association by a unit owner, his family, employees, agents, lessees or licensees, to include late payment of the assessment obligation, shall be
specially assessed or charged against the unit and shall become a personal obligation of the unit owner. Such costs include, without limitation,
legal or administrative expenses (regardless of whether suits or liens are filed) resulting from a unit owner's failure to pay charges or assessments
when due, or from any other default referred to in this paragraph or in the Declaration, By-Laws and rules. Such charges shall also specifically
include any administrative charges which the Association may incur as a result of notices, letters or other correspondence which may be sent to the
unit owner by the management agent pursuant to collection of the assessment obligation. The management agent is hereby authorized to charge
against an assessment account a $20.00 replacement fee to cover the issuance of replacement coupons for coupons lost or misplaced by the
owner(s).

E. If an assessment or other charge due and owing is not received within sixty (60) days after it is due, and if a hearing has not been requested
by the delinquent owner, the unit owner’s privileges to: (i) to park on the condominium common element property (including previously assigned
limited/reserved common element parking spaces); and, (ii) to use recreational facilities or other services and facilities of the Association, shall all
be suspended and revoked until the account is paid in full or a satisfactory payment plan is accepted by the Board. Suspension of the parking
privilege shall be enforced by towing without prior notice. Notice of such suspension shall be sent by the management agent to the owner at
the owner’s last address of record with the Association by certified mail, return receipt requested not less than ten (10) days prior to the actual
effective date for towing. In the event that the unit owner in arrears is a non-resident landlord of the unit, this policy shall apply to his/her tenants’
parking privilege as well.

The effective date of this Resolution shall be , 2009. In all other respects, Administrative Resolution No. 2 (as amended)
shall remain in effect and shall be enforceable by all administrative and legal remedies available to the Association.
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
